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A dynamic community sponsor

To sponsor an event means to support it in some way. Modern businesses are frequently involved in sponsorship of one form or another. FEXCO is involved in a variety of local activities in the role osponsor. As an example, Killorglin, where the company is situated, is the venue for one of Ireland’s oldest street fairs, Puck Fair. This was traditionally a 
horse fair but now there are concerts, firework displays, childrens’ competitions, street entertainers and the extraordinary traditional crowning of a goat as King Puck. FEXCO is one of the main sponsors of this world-famous event. Other local businesses also support thePuck Fair and FEXCO is thus part of a network of organizations co-operating to support the community. A powerful sponsorship with the Simon Community is called Annual House of Cards. The money that would normally be spent on Christmas cards and postage now goes directly to homeless people in Ireland. Instead of sending cards, FEXCO passes Christmas greetings on to clients through an advertisement in the Irish Times and by using e-greeting cards. In this way FEXCO also brings the charity to the attention of its own clients creating a wider awareness of a good cause. Paul Newman, the famous actor, founded a charity at Barretstown Castle, Co. Kildare, in 1994. As well as providing generous donations, FEXCO encourages employees to become involved in fundraising nights, walks and other events in support of Barretstown.
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
